CHORAL DENMARK

9 years ago a group of Danish choral people met in Copenhagen, among them were
the four key persons at WSCM 8: Tom Mgller Pedersen, president of DAKU (Organization
of Danish amateur choirs), Ejvind Callesen, president of Dansk Kor Forbund (Danish Asso-
ciation of Professional Chorusses), Jesper Grove Jgrgensen, president of Foreningen Dan-
ske Korledere (Association of Danish Choral Conductors) and Steen Lindholm, Nordic
board member of IFCM and National Adviser for Choral Music.

We were frustrated - why was Danish choral music almost invisible (or rather not heard)
atinternational events like the World Symposia while, for example, music from our Nordic
neighbor Sweden was on the program every time? Something had to be done! The
result of our thoughts became the creation of the Choral Denmark project.

The purpose of Choral Denmark was - and is - to put Danish choral music on the world
map. So we went to Minneapolis 2002 with a huge delegation and for the first time a
real presence with a booth at the Choral Expo presenting the idea of bringing the Sym-
posium to Denmark.

In 2004 IFCM decided to accept our offer to present the World Symposium 2008 in
Copenhagen, and in 2005 another big Danish delegation of choral conductors went to
Kyoto to follow up on the project.

Today - in 2008 - we have reached our goal: Hosting the world’s most important choral
event has put Denmark on the World Choral Map, and provides a fine projection of the
Danish choral tradition for choral people from all over the world.

When the Symposium is over, Choral Denmark will continue its work to tell the whole
world about Danish choral culture and promote Danish choral music and Danish choirs.

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THE ELEMENTS OF WSCM 8 - CHORAL MUSIC MEETS ITS AUDIENCE

WSCM 8 is featuring 38 choirs: 21 Nordic choirs (including 13 from Denmark), 3 choirs from Latin-
and South America, 3 from Africa, 5 from the Asian / Pacific region, 3 from North America, and
6 from Europe outside the Nordic region. The choirs are giving 42 concerts, and we also offer 60
workshops, 5 Round Tables and 4 Master Classes. We recommend you to read the specific
chapters on Morning Sing, Workshops, Round Tables, Master Classes, Choirs and Concerts
carefully and make your own selection. Evening concerts in the city will in most cases feature
2 choirs, each of them singing 45 minutes; this will enable you to hear several concerts or parts
of concerts on the same evening if you like. Your Symposium badge will give you free entrance
to all concerts unless the hall or church is already full. In that case you must seek an alternative.

THE NORDIC TRACK '@

Following the Nordic Track, you will experience something special every day from the Nordic
region. We are proud to present a Symposium where each Nordic country for the first time in
the history of the Symposia will be represented by choirs. WSCM 8 features World Premieres of
11 commissioned works 10 of them are by Nordic composers. You will also find many workshops
with Nordic lecturers and on Nordic themes.

DAILY SCHEDULE

Every morning except Wednesday we are offering delegates with a Symposium badge a free
ferry shuttle from Nyhavn to the Opera House where the daily activities start with a Warm-Up,
directly followed by Morning Sing for everybody.

In the morning and in the afternoon you may follow interactive workshops, take part in Round
Table discussions or visit our Master Classes. If you want to make a reservation for a seat at a
session, please pick up a ticket in the morning at the desk in the foyer on your arrival at the
Opera House. You can only make pre-reservations for workshops, Master Classes and Round
Tables on the actual day. Oryou may take a chance and show up 5 minutes before the start
at which time all unoccupied seats will be open.

Every day we offer a Lunch concert in the big auditorium in the Opera House. We have room
for everybody so pre-reservations is not necessary: Just show your Symposium badge and take
a seat!

In the evening you may use your badge for free entrance at all concerts in the churches or
Glyptoteket or Dronningesalen following the principle: first come, first seated.

Wednesday will be a very special day: Tivoli Day! From lunch time until the evening Tivoli Gar-
dens will echo with choirs singing from the open air stages. The Songbridge Gala Concertin the
afternoon in the big Tivoli concert hall includes children’s and youth choirs from China, Ca-
nada, Hungary and Denmark. We are also offering two big choir concertsin the evening in the
Concert Hall. You may have ticked some options for Tivoli in your registration form, but please
notice that Tivoli has now decided to open all Tivoli concerts to the public, giving free
admittance for everybody who has paid the entrance fee for the Tivoli Gardens. This means
that you are welcome to attend all concerts you like, again following the principle: first come,
first seated. Of course, your Symposium badge means free entrance to Tivoli!

You only need a ticket for your Final Concert at the Symposium. If you did not receive one
together with your Symposium bag, please go to the registration desk and ask for it.

We are not going to recommend special workshops or concerts: Study this book and make
your own selections. However, there is one addition: an event that was not published in the
invitation brochure: Friday late afternoon we are featuring the Canadian children’s choir
Shallaway Choirin the opera Ann and Séamus in the Opera House. This is the one and only late
afternoon performance in the Opera. Your badge will again give you free admittance, but
please notice that there will be no free shuttle ferry connected to this performance.

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WORKSHOPS

PARTICIPATING IN A WORKSHOP

Workshops take place following the principle: first come, first seated. Totally, we offer 1.310 seats every morning and every afternoon,
which means, that everybody can have a seat at some workshop. Unfortunately, this does not mean that you have a guarantee
to join your favorite workshop. Because of the security restrictions we are not allowed to let more than a certain number of people
into each room. When the room is full, you will have to go to an alternative workshop, but all workshops except one take place in
the Opera House so it should not be difficult.

However, to avoid a situation of several hundred people running around in the Opera House looking for a workshop which is not
filled, - you may, on your arrival every morning in the Opera House, go to the information desk, show your badge and have free
reservation tickets for one workshop in the morning and one in the afternoon. Itis not possible to take tickets for persons other than
yourself. The reservation tickets will have the same color as found in the program book for each workshop room. Please notice,
that it is only possible to get reservation tickets for the same day. The reservation ticket is valid until 6 minutes before the workshop
is scheduled to start. If you turn up by this time and present your ticket, you will be sure to have a seat.

5 minutes before the workshop is scheduled to start, the doors will be opened to all Symposium badge holders aslong as there are
seats left.

If you should not succeed in getting a ticket for your favorite workshop, you might have another chance as most of the workshops
are doubled - or you might find consolation in the fact that all workshops at the Symposium will be highly interesting for any
delegate!

All workshop venues are in the Opera House except one, Rytmisk Musikkonservatorium (RMC, 10 minutes walking distance). For

MEET ICELAND

PORGERBUR INGOLFSDOTTIR, PORKELL SIGURBJORNSSON and
HAMRAHLIDARKORINN, Iceland
Sunday, July 20 10:00-11:15

Opera House, Sidestage

This workshop will not be repeated.

Choir singing plays an important role on this
beautiful island in the North Atlantic.
Hamrahlidarkérinn is one of the nation's best
youth choirs and the first choir from Iceland
ever to participate in a World Symposium on
Choral Music. Even if original Icelandic choir
composing does not date longer back than to the last half of
the 19™ century, Iceland has many excellent and highly
educated choir composers. One of the most prominent from
the elder generation is porkell Sigurbjornsson, who has written
a commissioned work for the Symposium. In this workshop you
will meet him and the choir and its distinguished conductor
bporgerdur Ingolfsdoéttir and learn something more about
Icelandic chorr literature.

WS 2
THE ACOUSTIC PHENOMENON OF
CHORAL SINGING

HARALD JERS, Germany
Sunday, July 20 10:00-11:15
Opera House, Rehearsal 1

This workshop will be repeated Sunday afternoon as WS 7.

Any kind of music is carried from musicians via air to the list-
ener, corresponding to the rules of physics. To improve the
musical quality it is very useful to know about acoustics and
understand some of the phenomena, which sometimes might
interfere with one’s own expectations. Due to the number of
singers in a choir, the acoustics of a choir are very complex,

which has been investigated in great detail by the lecturer.
Harald Jers utilizes the results of his research in the work with his
choirs.

In this workshop the combination of acoustics and choir
rehearsal willbe demonstrated. Some fundamental aspects of
acoustics will be shown, and details concerning the propaga-
tion of the sound of singers in a choir will be presented. This
leads to important conclusions for the rehearsal and concert
situation: use of the piano, conducting style, rehearsal
techniques, formation and spacing of choirs, position in different
rooms and places.

Harald Jers is a lecturer and examiner for
choral conducting, singing, voice training and
acoustics at the Conservatories of Music in
Cologne and Aachen.

He studied choral conducting with Prof. Volker
Hempfling, school music / solo-singing, physics
(Diploma and teaching profession) and
mathematics at Aachen, Kéin, Stockholm
and Dusseldorf. Harald's extensive research
in the field of musical acoustics and room acoustics led to
important scientific basics of the analysis of the human voice
in chairs. In the framework of his research in systematic music
sciences in methodical musicology in the field of "choir
acoustics", Harald obtained a research assignment from the
European Union at the Royal Technical University of Stockholm.

BODY PERCUSSION AND THE VOICE

KEITH TERRY, USA

Using the oldest instrument on the planet - the human body -
we clap, slap, snap, step and vocalize our way through some
very fun and funky, original and traditional rhythmic music.
BODY MUSIC is an effective way of internalizing rhythmic work,
which enhances the development of time, timing, phrasing,
listening skills, independence, coordination and ensemble
awareness. Itis a useful tool for anyone interested in increasing
their rhythmic skills.

Keith Terry is a percussionist/rhythm dancer/
educator who has toured extensively in the
Americas, Asia and Europe. He has colla-
borated with numerous artists, including
Charles "Honi" Coles, the Turtle Island String
Quartet, Jovino Santos Neto, The Jazz Tap En-
semble, Gamelan Sekar Jaya, San Jose Taiko,
and Bobby McFerrin. He is the artistic director
of the Crosspulse Percussion Ensemble, Slam-
min All-Body Band and Professor Terry's Circus Band Extra-
ordindire.

"solfége is also music"! Wilma ten Wolde will demonstrate
different steps and elements in aural training with the partici-
pants.

Wilma ten Wolde enjoys an international re-
putation as an eminent expert on children
and youth singing. She gives master classes
at home and abroad. Her previous positions
include that of professor of aural training and
ensemble singing at the Royal Conservatory
in The Hague.

Wilma ten Wolde is chief conductor both of
the Netherlands Children's Choir and the
Netherlands Youth Choir and artistic director of the Netherlands
Vocal Talent Foundation. The goal of this Foundation is to offer
talented youth from all over the Netherlands serious training in
singing, aural skills, ensemble singing and general musicianship.

Between the
exercises there will be small lectures on the theme: What is
communication, how can we make it stronger, and what effect
does this have on the musical results? How can you make your
choirsing and perform much better than they actually are able
to?

Tone Bianca Dahl studied to be a singer and
a pianist, later continuing with studies in choral
conducting at the Norwegian State Acade-
my of Music, where she received her Master
of Arts degree in 1991.

She is now associate professor in choral con-
ducting and stage performing at the Norwe-
gian State Academy of Music. She is also the
conductor of the chamber choir Schola
Cantorum and the female choir Vocalis, and is frequently a
lecturer for choirs and choral conductors in the Nordic countries.
Tone Bianca's book "Korkunst" (Choral Art) about singing, choral
pedagogy and communication, has been published in
Norwegian and Swedish.

Since April 2001 Simon Halsey (United
Kingdom) has presided over the affairs of the
Rundfunkchor Berlin as its principal conduc-
tor. The enterprising Briton was born in London
in 1958, the son of a famous chorus master
and a singer. He attended a number of ve-
nerable English choral training institutions
(New College, Oxford; King’s College,
Cambridge) and became music director of
the University of Warwick at the age of 22.

Simon’s wide-ranging activities caught the attention of Simon
Rattle who spontaneously invited him to assume the direction
of the City of Birmingham Symphony Orchestra Chorus. In the
23 years of invariably close and friendly cooperation, the two
musicians launched countless projects. In June 2000 the
University of Central England in Birmingham conferred on him
an honorary doctorate in recognition of his services to the ci-
ty’s musical life. In addition, Halsey has coached and directed
choral groups across the world. He was artistic director of the
Salisbury Festival from 1989 to 1994, and subsequently directed
the chorus of the Vlaamse Opera in Antwerp. Apart from the
Rundfunkchor Berlin, Simon Halsey among others directs the
Radio Choirin Hilversum, various ensembles in Birmingham, and
European Voices, a project-oriented professional choir based
in London.

He transforms folk music
themes using spectral and serial techniques, using intervals in
the original melody to generate rhythmic segments and
harmonic overtone spectra to determine the melodic and
timbral material; The result is highly evocative, beautiful, and
not difficult to listen to. The power and complexity of his music
often reflects nature, shimmering with energy and movement.

KARIN REHNQVIST

and vocal music. Above all, she enjoys
working with unusual, cross-genre forms and ensembles. One
strong characteristic feature of her work is her exploration of
the areas between art and folk music. Both elements are inte-
gral and never merely used for effect or as a nostalgic ele-
ment. In particular, Rehnqvist has explored the extraordinary
and dramatic vocal technique of Kulning.

Rehnqvist’s skill at writing for musicians of different abilities, and
especially young performers, has often been praised: like the
best music for young performers, her works make no artistic
compromises, and challenge the musicians while recognizing
realistic technical limits.

Most recently her choral symphony Light of Light, which fea-
tures children’s choir and symphony orchestra, was singled out
for critical acclaim at its world premiere in Paris in 2004, and
has enjoyed subsequent performancesin the UK and Sweden.

In 1962 he took
partin the vacation courses at Darmstadt that
have had such great influence on the post-war avant-garde;
here he was taught by Pierre Boulez and Gyorgy Ligeti.

After hisreturn to Iceland, Phorkell worked as a pianist, teacher
of composition, broadcaster, festival director, director of the
national Music Information Centre and chairman of numerous
organizations. In Iceland a composer has to be prepared to
play many differentroles. bhorkell is perhaps the Icelandic com-
poser who most of all have lived up to this principle. "l don’t
believe that specialists can survive in our little community. If |
wanted to be an academic composer | could emigrate to
America and become professor at a university, teaching
academic courses and writing academic music which was only
played by my own colleagues at the institution’s internal
concerts. People who want to live and work here can’t allow
themselves that kind of specialization; they have to write what
is needed..." Following these principles, bhorkell has had a re-
markable international success as a composer of music for
choir, orchestra or solo instruments like the flute.

The conductor PAUL HILLIER was earlier in his career director of
the Hilliard Ensemble and in 1990 founded The Theatre of Voices.
For over ten years he taughtin America, first at the University of
California at Davis and then as director of the Early Music
Institute at Indiana University School of Music. He moved back
to Europe in 2003 where he now works as chief conductor of
Ars Nova Copenhagen and as a freelance conductor around
the world. His recordings, over a hundred CDs, have earned
international recognition, winning numerous prizes, including a
Grammy.

She has had a
greatimpact on the musical life of Iceland, and many Icelandic
singers, musicians and composers had their foundation in
Hamrahlidarkérinn. borgerdur has received many awards for
this work.

After lunch we
will pass the Queen’s official summer residence, Fredensborg
Castle on the way to Frederiksborg Castle, Denmark’s biggest
and most impressive Renaissance castle built by King Christian
IV in early 1600. The castle with its unique baroque gardens is
now the home of the National Historic Gallery with a conside-
rable collection of historical paintings and portraits from the
last 400 years.
